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"Order of Battle of the United States Army, World War II, Furop-
.ean Theater of Operations--Divisions'was prepared in the Office of the
Theater Historian, Headquarters, United States Forces European Theater,
to make available an accurate digest of important facts congerning the
sixty-one (61) divisions assigned toithe Furopean Theater,%

Presented in this volume are command and staff rosters, compos-
ition of divisions, attachments and detachments, assignments and attach-
ments to higher units, command post locations and pertinent statistics.
With the exception of the lists of attachments and detachments which
cover only the pericd of combat, the meterial presented for each div-
ision dates from its arrival in the Europesn Theater to the end of host-
ilities on 9 May 1945. For units arriving from the North African Theater,
the record begins on 15 Aug 1944, the date of the invasion of Southern
France. Units which arrived in the Buropean Theater after 9 May 1945 are
not dealt with in this volume,

The principal sources used were the.historical records submitted
by the units involved, chiefly the "After Action Reports" and support-
ing documents. The research procedure for each section of the manuscript
differed, however, and effort was made to use every document available
in the flles of the Historical Section, These are spacifiically cited in
the explanatory notes below. In addition, as research on a division was
completed as far as existing records perm 1tted the draft manuscript
was, wherever possible, submitted to the divi- 1on for correction and
approvel. A file for each unit containing all work sheets and corre-
spondence prepared in the course of the research has been retsined and
forwarded to the 'ar Department for reference.

The project here presented was originally undertaken prior to
VE Day at the same time that the research and preparation of a series
of narratlve monograph histories of the war wag begun.

The primary intent off preparing an Order af RBattle then was te present
statistical msberi-1l in convenient outline and tabular form for the
guidance of those wngased in more eillaustive ressarch, It is fully
recognized that a definitive order ef battle . st await the completion
of research much more tiorough than was pOSbLOJ\ under the conditiens
iald down fer this project, <hat is presented here is in essence a
tabulatien of each unit's ewn official record, cross checked against
other upits' official records and in most cases specifically approved
by the unitds historikal officer. No clajin is made to dny nigher truth
than a' reproduction of the ﬁ“‘&ntldlb of the: official record, as
.dOuquub 48 ulrcunmtdnoea p@ru¢tbed ' . '

Althovan the cardjn~l COﬂSldePLthD in the prcpar&tlon of this
work was agcuracy, it is realigzed that mwny inaccuracies still exist
‘in it, It was shaped up against a deadline in only six months, in -
contrast to the order of battle &f “orld ‘Jar T which, with 14 feuer
divisisns and 59 percent fewer combat. days, #as not cowpleted until 12
yesrs after tnn end of hostilities., 4 large part of the research work
and recording of facts wag of necegsity performed by untrained French
civilian pe;wonmal; the rate of turnover among them was high and it
wag never possible to supervise their work in detail, Because the job
was undertaken during; the war and finished in the theater within a
few months after cessation of hostilitics, records, especially of
units rapidly receployod or dempobilized here, were not always avals.

Put perhaps the most discouraging source of inaccuracy was
the conrliclting evidence of various army docuwehts themselvss on the
samelficbs, At one period of this shuds th nistorical section was
in pogsession of three sets of leureu suowing the arrival dates 5f
divisions enitthe continent, Duch source woulu normally be considered
a satisfactory one. hxresment w.s sousht on 1465 facts, but found on
only 75, Yet all the sourgestpurporbted to pive Hhe same fact--the
arrival date of divigion aeaduuarters.

It was socon recognized that the more figures available the .
more disagreement was invited, By the sale token, however, it was
reallzed that ne sin le gource could be accepted as valid, The only
solution seemed te be to seek by the multiplication of sources souc
rensral dgrepmbut. This was usually found and then a specific choice
wds nade from the source wilch eribical eveluation whawﬁx w08t proe-
pably, reliable,

Inaccuracy crepb in wgudn in weteriad subuadbtbed by divisions
qlrpctly to the - n@aber Historian witnout the check txxb mlght have
been glven in the procass of forwarding through commeand channels,
Jirect correspon .ence iith the divisions furtherwere was often dif-
ricult and unsatisfactery, The divaision historian .as frecuently

For these and'possibly otlier ressons information submitted by
the divisions was often less.reliable and. complete than could have o
"beenvdeolred. Trhen drafts” were sent for rev1ew, they were sometimes
returned witHout correcti ion, ., even though it was known that 1naccur001es
existed. Sometimes, oarelesslv corrected.inf formation esceped détection
until firal editing; "it was, then toa: late to resubmlt the data because
the units were pedeployéd or 1nect1vated.

Inaccura01es developed in the proresslng of the materlal W&thln
the Qrder of Battle Sectlon As materials were processed they Wwere cop-
ied Hany times, ‘often by typists who wers not thoroughly famlllar with
the problems involved. Even though careful proofreadings were given,
errors continued to be found. It is evident that copyists' errors must
also have been writfen into the records under fleld condltlons where
metlculous chec&1nv = imp0831ble.‘ . o
‘. Flnally the llmltetlons on tlme end personuel made necessarJ

a large dependence on the records of higher headquarters, It was proved
timeé and again that on mptters, of detall the testimony. of higher head-
quarters was unreliasble. hoth beceuse of their. 'remoteness from the ev- .
ent and because of the time lag in the recordlng of informstion from
subordinate units, Nevertheless any other procedure would have precluded
the poss1b111tJ'of flnishlng thls progect in the time allpttod'

With all these _provisds, it is probable that tne errors which
have. unaVOldably sllpoed by the comﬁllors’ most caraful sorutlny are
‘not so serious as to vitiate the velue of the book. Tt is hoped that
the 'work may still serve its original purpose in providing an Ariadne‘s

thread through the labyrinth of.facts and chronology of the. mllltary
operctlons in the Turogeam Themtor. 2 C

Commend and. staff lists were. originally compiled in the Histors
ical Section from the following sources: “Rosters of Keys Officers?, of
divisions, corps and higher headquerters (submitted monthly by the Ad-
jutent Genersl of Hg RIOUSA to the War Department); "After uthOn Reports®
with supporting docunents*; nnd‘units histories. : '

These sources, however, proved incompletey often lqcklng exact
d tes of assumpdion of commend end dates of promotions Tentative lists
were therefore sent to esch d1v181on hlstorlan for completion and cors-
rfctlon. ' : ‘

The first date shown for ‘ssch commend and staff position is the
dete the division hesdquerters arrived in the Buropean Theater and does
not necessarily indicate the date the officer assumed the position, nor
does it show the date that particular officer arrived in the theater.

As on exomple, .irj Gen Fdwin P, Porker, Jr, assumed command of the 78th
Infentry Division on 15 August 1942, However, in this volume, the date
shown opposite his name is 26 Ootaber 1944 which is the date the 78th
Inf.ntrJ DlVlSlOn neadquurtgrs arrived in the buropean Theater.

: In the promotion of gnngral officers, thcrb are usuallv two
dates 1nVolved, the date of the promotion order, snd the effective da te
of renk. Whercver possible, the date of promotion order has been used,
However, where information, missing from the. records, was supplied by
the division through corresuondﬂncp it was not alwayé possible to control
this factor. : E s '

The resson for sclﬁctln& the dﬂte of thc ordfr rather than the
cffectlve date of rank was thot it conforms more nearly to the histori=
cel fact. For instapnce, on 6 February 1945, Speeial Order Nos. 32 War -
Department, prometed Brig Gen W G Weaver, Commending General of the 8th
Division to the rank of kajor Generalm with en effective date of rank
of 5 January 1945, . In thls volume, the promotion is shown on the latter det
dete, because prior to 6 I brusry 1945, General Weaver was actually a
Brigedier Generale end all ‘historieal documonts wlll réfer to him eas
g Brigadier General, : : '

* - "ifter Actlon Reports” are prescribed by paragraph 10, Army Regule-
tlon 545—105 "Mllltarv Records -+ Historical Records and Histories of
Orgenization,” deted 18 Noy 1929 as amended, after every battle or en-
pagement with the enemy, reports werc mede by commanders of regiments
sepearate buttallons or sguadrons, companies or dotachments end by ell
commenders of a higher grade, It was presoribed that such reports heve
ennexed thereto the unit and steff journals, together with suppérting
documentse. Hg ﬁTOUSQ‘d;r€Cth that these regorts be submitted monthly,
Upon receipt in Hgq &I0USL, these reports weré forwarded to the Histori-
cal Section for custody and use.



Another reason . for selectlpg the date of order, or later date,
is that in some cases, a general officer was reassigned and promoted,
with an effective date of rank which goes back to the period of his
former commend, angd a date of order which applles to the command to
which reasslgned. Lt Gen L T Gerow was relieVed from commsnd of the V
Corps and assigned to.the command of the; Flftéenth Army on 16 January
1945, 04 that date hé was e major general., Several weeks later he was.
promotea to ‘the rank of llcutenant general, but the effective date of
 this rank wes retroactive to the period when he was in commend of V °
Corps. However.in no period of his actuql command of V Corps was Gene~
ral. Lorow a, lleutenqnt general.

ARRIVAL DATAS IN THE &TO ON CONTINENT

Arrivel dates in the Buropesn Theater and arrival doates on the
continent were originslly obtained from the files of Central Machine
Records Unit, Hg ETOUSA; "After .ction Rsports"; Unit Histories; and
files of AG Operntions Division, Hg, ETOUSA.

The dates dcrived from these sources, however, were often in .
conflict, All deotes v.-re recorded on work sheets and sources of the
informetion shown, Thése were checked cgninst e list of srrival dates
prepared by Hg, 12th Army Group. But the resultant dlsorepun01es were
so large that a special request was submitted to #11l divisions to fur-
nish ecxact dates, In most cases the new detes supplied egreed with
those in the “;fter Action Reparts? and unit histories. As no further
check could be mede short of research beyond the scope of this work,
these new figures were used. In the cose of units which were demobi-
~lized or inactivated before they could be contacted, the "After Action
Report" or unit history dutﬂs were selected.

The arrival of & division usually extended over several days
and sometimes severel months. ' Inclusive BrFchl dates, howtvcr, would
have involved additional complications, It wes ‘decided therefore to
record only the date of arrivel of the division herdquarters., Then
headquarters 1tse1f arrived over s period of two or more days, the one
date selected is that an which the main echelon closed, No atbempt
has been made to record the arrival of sdvanced detachments, which
usuqlly came to the Furopesn Thentcr four to six weeks before the
main body.

Since th@ date shown is the FFerﬂl déte of the mein body -of
the division herdquqrtcrsq there sre cases where o division actuolly
entered combat prior to its stited arrival on the continent, For
example, the three infentry regiments of the 42d Infontry Division
were committed on 24 December 1944, although the division headquarters
did not errive until 18 Jenuqry 19485,

Scptcmber 1945
inclusive, The cumuletive total of hwerds shown in these nonthly re-
ports furnlshcd the figures presented in this volume.

‘The fmgures of the total Pwards made by divmsions are nometlmes
unavoidably misleading . For utiits which were still 'in the theater on .
30 September 1945, this report shows awards given’ “only up to that date.
For units which’ departed 1rom the heeter prior to 3Q September, no o
gwards are shown after the dete of departure even though it is known
that swards based upc.: combat operayions in this theater were subse-
quently given upon errival of unit in the Zone of Interior. For exam~
ple, the 97th Inf Div departed from the theater in Mey 1945, It is
known thet awards were given in ‘the US based upon., European combat ope=
rations. Since, however, no report wes made to the European Theater,.
this informetion is ndt in the monthly the&ter reports to the War Be~
partment and is rot 1ncluaed ln “this volume.

Meny swards, espeomally Bronze Sters, were reported to higher
headquarters and incorporsteéd ‘in the War Department monthly report but
were later rescinded by lower unit orders. These resoissions were ceus.
- sed mosily by the transfer of personnel or the dlSOOVPrJ that the wwerd, .
hed previously been grented. Becnuse of the complexity of recording :
each rescission at higher hesdquarters, the AG mede no attempt to alter
‘the original monthly figures. A small margin of error should therefore
be fmgured in the totuls shown for Bronzu Stars.

Figures on Purple Heart awards were not used; since & large pch‘
centage of awnrds were made in hospiteals, records of which were net
cles red through divisions, complete data was not evailable,

Records of awards of Congressionsal Mcd :1s of Honor and Distin-
gulshed Service Medols were obtiined from Thé Adjutent General‘s Office
beehine Records Broneh, from & special report prepared on 28 liovember
1945, ‘Beceuse of their lote receipt, they ere not shown in the d1v1~1aw
sion sectxons, snd crc llstud only 1a ;:ble J of Pert II.

Becruse certaln rPcords in the nlstormoﬂl section wore avai-
1sble corroborstion of attachments snd a ssignments, the corrections made
by the division were not accepted without further checking. Where the

Twelfth
Army Group G=3 Reports listed grid coordlnates for division CPs, =nd
indicated higher hesdduarters CPs on the map accompanying the report,
Units themselves generally referred to their CP lecations by relation to

the nearest town. I thls volume, the latter nethod for 1ndlcat1ng all
division CPs wes ndo, ted. ‘

The errors 1nvolved in handllng and translating coordinates were
large, as was expccted, The tentative lists prepared by the Historicel
Scetion were sent to divisions for check, In most cases divisions sube
mitbed éntirely new lists, different both in place momes ond dates, in
addition to reveuling important omissions, In view of this, only divie
‘51on approved lists were incorporatea in thls volume.

" Even the correeted CP lists submltted by the leLSlons,'however
were inaccurate, especlally with regard o correct spelling of towns,
“and’ addltlonal checking was necessery before they could be published.
It was obvious that meny had been carelessly prepared, Cities shown
were often spelled by American phonetics without regard to the French
original,

Few divisions named the departments or province of the cities
listedse The task of identifying cities by departments and provinces
was completed in the Historieal Section, Those cities which were ob-
viously mlsspelled were corrected by a careful study of the division's
route of advance. Some of ‘this had to be 1nformed guwsswork, and sorie
errors ey therefore remain.

The problem of determining the correct geographical subdiv1310n,
made necessary by the multiplication of the same place name in a single
country, was further complicated by the fact that many French cities
have compound names but are generally referred to in their own locality
by the first neme only., When divisions neglected to give the complete
neme of the ¢ity, there wos sometimes a possibllity of Locating it in -
the wrong depurtment The wost difficult case was St, Aubine France,
There are sixteen (16) cities nemed St Aubin, plus sixty-one (61) with
nemes including St. Aubin, like St, Aubin C@llev1llc, St Aubin de Cretor,
and St, Aubin sur Yonne‘

. The towns on the French border in the departments of Mosélle,
Bas-Rhin, and Heut-Rhin were sometimes given in German form end some-



‘fimes in French. This presehteé another problem in identifying
the ClthS w1th the proper department.
